           Motion by Catalano (Bischer) to approve the April 4, 2016 accounts payable in the amount of $57,994.70

Supt./Mgr Report: 
· Supt./Mgr reported on culvert failures on East Metz Highway, Big Cut Highway and several other roads due to high water from the spring runoff.   Ditches were at full capacity due to 15” – 24” of snow on March 24th and 1” plus rain on March 31st. 
· Supt./Mgr met with a DEQ representative regarding fuel in soil at Onaway garage site.  The DEQ is seeking funding to extract the most concentrated soils, at no cost to us, if funding is approved in May.  The work would be done in 2017.

· After inspection a decision was made to not purchase the 2006 Holland 90 hp tractor from Don’s Ford Tractor due to concerns about 4 wheel drive, narrowness of tractor and noise in transmission.
· Information was been received from CRA regarding a new law passed in conjunction with the funding package that has to do with “competitive bidding requirements” if Townships provide a certain percentage of funding.  Supt./Mgr is doing further research into the new legislation.
· County Road Engineer Mark Straley and Supt./Mgr are working on a preliminary application for a grant thru the State of Michigan Hazard mitigation assistance program for funds to replace the culverts on 638 Highway at the Grand Lake outlet in 2018.
· Supt./Mgr will be attending PASER Training on Tuesday, April 5, 2016 in Gaylord.  Funding has been requested to conduct PASER rating on the local paved road system this summer and whether or not the funding is approved will be known by month end.  It has been four years since the last local ratings were conducted.
· The quarterly MTA Meeting will be Tuesday, April 5, 2016 at the Posen Community Center.
· A Region 9 Rural Task Force meeting was held last Friday to discuss the Federal FAST Act.  An additional $148,586 was allotted to our region.  Due to the fact that a majority of the counties either had no projects planned or had projects already awarded, Oscoda and Presque Isle County were able to divide the additional funds which need to be used this year.  We will add the additional funding to the County Road 451 – Mill Highway south project.
· Snowfall as of the end of March is 109.5”, and does not include the 8” received over the weekend.

· Supt./Mgr and Clerk are working on Request For Proposal (RFP) for engineering costs.

· Weight restrictions will be discussed with the foreman at the end of this week and we are possibly looking to lift next week sometime.
