Supt./Mgr Report: 
· Bolen Asphalt has been awarded the County Road 451 projects (638 Hwy to West Mill Highway and Molski Road to West 634 Highway) with a tentative scheduled start date of September 6, 2016 and completion date by October 15, 2016.

· The MDOT maintenance contact audit for 2014 has been completed. Presque Isle Road Commission will be receiving an additional $17,408.00 from MDOT.  Supt./Mgr briefly reviewed the audit adjustments with the Board.

· Discussion was held regarding the upcoming 100th anniversary of Presque Isle Road Commission, Supt./Mgr would like to host an open house at the Rogers City Office.  Friday, October 7, 2016 was decided upon to hold the event.

· Supt./Mgr along with a DEQ Representative will be attending the County Board meeting on Friday morning to explain a DEQ request for financial information from the County.  A copy of the County’s financial audit is being requested to complete an application for funding to remove contaminated soils at the Onaway garage.  

· A MTA meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 5, 2016 at the Case Township Hall (old Millersburg School) at 7:00 p.m.

· Huron Pines is interested in doing a project in Presque Isle County next year.  A current culvert on Canada Creek Highway over  Oxbow Creek is undersized, has a existing plunge pool, has a velocity barrier and there is minimal cover over the culvert.  Oxbow Creek is part of the Cheboygan River watershed.
Old Business:
        The quality of gravel coming from the Trout Road pit was discussed.  Supt./Mgr will contact R.E. Glancy to request a price adjustment due to the additional cost of using the gravel, crushed gravel from Carmeuse is being installed on top of the Glancy gravel for binding purposes in certain locations.
         Supt./Mgr Smigelski discussed the recent purchase of a used lead trailer and asked the Board for clarification of his authority to purchase items under $15,000 which is the limit for non bid expenditures. Discussion was held and a draft policy will be presented at the July 5, 2016 meeting.  
New Business:
       A motion was made by Catalano (Bischer) to authorize Chairman Rhode to sign the Annual Certification of Employee-related Conditions certifying that medical benefits offered to employees or elected officials are in compliance with PA 152 of 2011.

       Supt./Mgr Smigelski presented a report detailing information found in the 2015 MERS Actuarial valuation as of December 31, 2015.        A motion was made by Catalano (Bischer) to increase our additional contribution per month to $8,000.00 per month until the next valuation is received in June of 2017.
