
Non All Season Road Haul Policy

The Board of Road Commissioners for Presque Isle County adopts the following policy to control road failures caused by hauling operations on county roads not constructed to all season standards.  
· Notification and Permitting:

· The owner/operators must notify the Presque Isle County Road Commission of their requested travel route a minimum of two weeks prior to hauling operations.

· Only the Road Commission Supt/Mgr. can approve the permitted travel route or designate an alternate route.

· Preventative: 

· Prior to hauling operations, Road Commission personnel will grade and/or place road materials as needed on the roadway to prepare the road as much as possible for hauling operations.

· Accountability: 
· Once the operation starts the owner/operator is responsible for all repairs determined necessary by Road Commission personnel to maintain the road in a safe and reasonable condition.

· Bonding (effective only during the frost law period)

· A bond, letter of credit or deposit of cash must be provided and accessible at the discretion of the Road Commission.
· Roads will be bonded in one mile lengths.

· Gravel roads will be $10,000/mile and paved roads $25,000/mile.
· A bond will allow the maximum speed of 35 mph and weights legal on the all season system.

· If road damage occurs, the Road Commission will draw funds from the bond or deposit to make road repairs.

· Road Commission reserves the right to revoke a permitted bonded roadway if deemed to be in the best interest for the Road Comm.
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
